POLICIES:

The F.AY .SA. baard determines any and al padlicies regarding it’s
programs and their operation. The board is comprised of adult
voluntees interested in providing socce to the dildren o Fort
Atkinson. Policies are discussed at monthly board medings and are
open to the puldic.

RULES OF CONDUCT:

Thegod of F.A.Y.SA.isto providethe children of Fort Atkinsonwith
an oppatunity to play socce in an enjoyable, safe, and constructive
manner. Our programs place enphasis on skill building, rules of the
game, sportsmanship, and having fun! In order to dothis, we exped
al coaches, players, and parents to always set a good example by
showing goodsportsmanship at pradicesandgames. Players, coaches,
assstants, or bench personnel engaging in ursportsmanlike cnduct
(suchas swveaing, harassngreferees, intentionall y committi ng serious
fouls, etc...) will be cattioned and/or gjected from games. So in
general, play according to the rules and behave properly!

All Reaeational games are played by WIAA High Schod socce
rules. All Travding games are played by FIFA International socce
rules. Rules may be modified for youth socce. All coaces have
copies of theserules and shoud usethem as areferenceto instruct the

players.

GENERAL LEAGUE INFORMATION:
We have severd types of socce programs:

1: SPRING & FALL U10 Coed Reaeational Socce
The “Coed Reaediona Socce Program” isfor U10 (3rd & 4th
graders) children. Teams normally have 1 or 2 pradices during
the week. All players participate in at least 50% of the game.

2: SPRING & FALL Coed Reaeational Socce K, 1& 2nd Grade
This oocce program s for children in Kindergarten, 1st and 2nd
grades. It is a program where on-field instruction is provided
during the games by instructor/referees. Teams _may have one
pradice during the week, but players are nat required to atend.
All players participate in at least 50% of the game.

3: SPRING & FALL Coed Competitive Traveing Soccer

The" Coed Competiti ve Traveling Socca Program” isfor chil dren
in 5th through &h grade. The cmpetitive traveling programisan
intra-community leggue. Eadch game cnsist of two(2), 300or 35
minute halves. Substitutions can be made acording to modified
FIFA rules. Teansnormally havetwo pradices during the week.
Coaches are not required to have players in the game for a
minimum of 50%.

4; WINTER Indoa Socce
The “Indoa Socce Program” isfor children in 3rd through 8th
grade. It isan instructional program with skill buil ding drill sand
team scrimmages. All players participate in at least 50% of the
game. Offered when field location are available.

EQUIPMENT:
Shirts: Each player will receve atean shirt (shirtsarenct provided in

theWinter Indoa Sacca Program) which needsto beworn duing the
game. Warm clothes can be worn under the shirt if needed. Goalies
arerequired to wea shirtsthat do not match either team onthe field.

Shoes. Players SHOULD wear "outdoor
soccer' shoes. Tennis hoesare accetable, bu
are very dlippery on grass and can leal to
injuries.  Turf shoes and sports $oes are
accetable with plastic deds, bu there annat
be a caeter toe ded.

Shinguards: Everyone MUST wear shin guards. Itwill help usto
prevent injuries! Be cetain that the guards are large enough to cover
the entire shin area (NEW Equipment can be purchased at Moore
Sports, Sasg/ Shirts in Whitewater, Shopko, K-Mart, Wal-Mart,
Rogan®©s in Janesville, or other sports dores. Used equipment is
available & Play It Again Sportsin Watertown & Janesvill e.)

COMM ONLY ASKED QUESTIONS:

When will the shirts be delivered?
Shirts will be delivered to the cadhes for distribution as soonas
posshle. Probably only a few days prior to the first game.
Kindergarten,1st & 2ndgrade players may receve their shirtson
the first game day of the program. Winter Indoa players do nd
receveshirts.

What if my shirt istoo small?
If it isthesizeyou adered, it will not be replaced freeof-charge.
Another shirt can be ordered if you are willi ng to pay for another
shirt. Occasiondly, if a shirt manufadurer canna provide a
spedfic shirt size they substitute the next larger size
Unfortunately, we have no control over these situations.

What if the weather isbad?
Planto pay unless 1-1tisSnowing, 2-Thereislightning, or 3-The
referees consider the field condtions dangerous because of
excesdveran. All cancdlationswill be broadcast over WFAW
AM 940as onas passible. Coadhes $houd also ndify eat of
their own players.
