
 
 

SPRING 2006 U-10 SOCCER SEASON FOR 3rd AND 4th GRADERS 
 

Fees:  $45.00 is due March 1st and includes 6 weeks of soccer and a FAYSA T-shirt.  A $10.00 late fee must 
  be paid if registration is received after March 1st, 2006.  
 

Evaluation: An evaluation day will be held Saturday March 25th,  from 10am to 2pm (rain date of April 1st) to 
evaluate each player’s abilities with respect to a player’s skill level, size, game awareness 
experience.  Players must wear shin guards and bring a sack lunch, water bottle, and soccer 
ball. 

 

Placement: We will attempt to form balanced teams based on results from the evaluation day.  We will also try to 
maintain an equal boy/girl ratio between all the teams.  Teams will consist of small groups of players 
from the varying schools.  We will no longer have any teams be from ONE school only.  We will, 
however avoid placing only one player from any one school on any team.  Players living in the same 
household may be on the same team if they are in the same age division.  Late registrants are not 
guaranteed team placement.  Any openings will be filled on a first come basis.  Once teams are 
filled, late registrants will be placed on a waiting list.  If no placement is made the registration fee will 
be refunded. 

 

Practice: Practices will be held once a week at the FAYSA soccer fields located behind Luther Elementary 
School.  Practice times will be determined after the teams are formed.  Practices are important to a 
team’s performance and a commitment to attend is required.
